Captains Reports

Fell Report – Men and Ladies

A good turnout of 26 Harriers represented the club in the local Rombalds Stride Winter Challenge with six runners in the top 20, Kate Archer took 3rd lady.

Will Buckton (17th) , Brian Melia (61st) and Adela Reperecki (140th) represented the club in the 20 mile Wadsworth Trog in terrible conditions.

The seemingly unstoppable Tom Adams recorded another convincing victory at the 25th Ilkley Moor Fell Race. Tom completed the tough AS 8km/401m in 36:41, almost a minute clear of current English Champion and course record holder, Simon Bailey of Mercia FR. Adams and Bailey were well clear of the rest of the field with 3rd placed Alex Whittern of CVFR over two minutes behind the leading duo. Tom also led the Ilkley men to the team prize, backed up by Gavin Lamb (15th), Will Buckton (19th) and James Wood-Robertson (20th). Ilkley’s ladies also performed well to take the team prize with Jane McCarthy (3rd), Kate Archer (5th) and Alison Weston (7th). English and British Championships V60 bronze medallist Nick Pearce took 1st in his category.  

Will Buckton  was the only Harrier at the Black Combe fell race in the Lake District finishing 49th.

Jann Smith took 1st lady for the second time in three years at the Trollers Trot. The 25 mile route starts and finishes in Grassington and takes in many of the local hills including Barden Tower and Simon’s Seat with a final drag along the Dalesway. Jann was also 3rd overall out of 152 runners, less than ten minutes behind winner, Paul Carman of Wharfedale. Toni Melechi competed in the 12 mile event finishing 2nd out of a field of 25.
We have entered two teams for the Calderdale relay in May. We have a social team and a strong mixed team. We could do with some more ladies for the mixed team as we have only one female reserve at present.
