· In the interests of safety all juniors should listen, respect and follow instructions from the Coaches, Junior Leaders, Adult helpers, Team Managers and Officials.

· All members must respect other juniors that they train alongside and opponents that they compete against.

· Bad manners and behaviour, swearing and bullying will not be tolerated
· Members should keep to agreed timings for training and competitions or inform a coach or team manager if they 
are going to be late.

· Members must wear suitable kit – (Trainers, Shorts, Club Vest, Jogging bottoms etc) - for training and match 
sessions, as agreed with the coach/team manager.

· Members must pay any fees for training or events promptly.

· Junior members are not allowed to consume alcohol or drugs of any kind on the club premises or whilst 
representing the club.

· Members come and train with a view to competing at Club events or representing the Club in League, County or 
open competition.
